As we gather last year during our Strategic Planning , I actually have started looking at such project hence  a website was bought from Skybiz sometime last August. That was why I was daring enough to present in two weeks - because I actually had it already. All I needed was the time to present , which were reset a few times for few reasons, most of which is due to more than one agenda for a meeting which would not give ample time for the website presentation.

This was created August 2000, and I guess I have mentioned it in our recent meetings that we need to pay $100 dollars by August. It is actually a sort of renewing what I bought for the project, which never had the time to be presented. The fact that the site was bought last August can be confirmed from Skybiz. I never had the chance to present what I had created.





I am bringing up the above matter because I feel I the cost of creating the site albeit not presented should be shouldered not by me but by the society, and I am aware of the technicalities of seeking reimbursement for this - a member could easily question "Why did you start the project when there was no official go-signal yet?" (By the way, working on the website requires user to be on-line.) Unfortunately, I was not able to surprise the society of what we  fantastically already have for reasons I have described above.

I am currently revising it so most of the previously uploaded entries, pictures, stories are not there anymore but stored rather in my notebook. I am presently working though on the organizational chart and writeups/pictures we gathered during the Underwriting Course. And I hope to recreate everything again before our Strategic Planning. I plan to buy a Scanner for this Project which I will house at my FLIC office (since the office scanner is under heavy use by the IT department and my request to scan our pictures are obviously not prioritized).





May I formally request therefore for reimbursement of the initial purchase of the site since in the first place, it would never be possible to work on a website if the site is not existing yet - and the only way to do it is to HAVE ONE to get started. We also cannot prepare for a future website presentation if it is not existing. I thought it was the best way to address the project, albeit the initial features were  never presented to the body.





Lastly, I would like to inform the body through your office that QuickWeb  has an offering of 20-hours free in their 35-hour P1000 prepaid cards. I have bought TWO of these because this will save the society a lot, allowing us to use 110 hours for P2000 instead of P3500+  regular price. The condition though is to make the initial usage before August 31st, 2001. This will have big savings for PSIM specially since we are rebuilding the website.
